Thank you so much to all the families that contributed to the 
Operation Rice Bowl!!! This year the collection totaled 
$4,256.06.  Of that amount, 25% or $1,064.02 went to our 
very own St. Vincent de Paul Society.  The rest of the collec-

tion is donated to Catholic Relief Services.  
  
Catholic Relief Services provides much needed assistance to families in more than 
100 countries and is the official international humanitarian agency of the catholic 
community in the U.S.A.  For example, CRS efforts are helping Haiti recover three 
months after a devastating 7.0 magnitude earthquake. 
 

 CRS reports that it has been able to deliver food, water, shelter and medical 
care to more than 720,000 people. 

 With the arrival of the rainy season, the release effort moved from food to 
providing transitional shelter kits.  Materials were used to construct tempo-
rary structures that should give 12,000 families totaling 60,000 people pro-
tection from the rain. 

 CRS plans a longer-term response that will cost about $200 million over five 
years, provided people continue to donate, says Adrienne Curry, CRS Coor-
dinator for the Archdiocese of Chicago.
